† 51% ~believe if you are a “good” person you will still go to heaven 
† 57% ~do not believe Satan is a living being, but merely a symbol of evil 
† 75% ~of Christians Do Not Realize that “God helps those who help themselves” is not taught in the

Contrasts of “Biblical” Worldview 

† 34% ~ of non-believers believe that moral truth is absolute 
† 46% ~of believers believe that moral truth is absolute 

† 9% ~ of all American adults have a biblical worldview 
† 19% ~ of all born again believers hold a biblical view 

† 70% ~ non- believers—God is the all-powerful, all-knowing creator of the universe 
† 93% ~ believers—God is the all-powerful, all-knowing creator of the universe 

† < ½% ~ of the Mosaic generation have biblical worldview 

 

Barna’s definition of a “Biblical” Worldview 2

† Absolute moral truth exists 

 

† The Bible is totally accurate  
† Satan is considered to be a real being or force, not merely symbolic 
† A person cannot earn their way into Heaven by trying to be good or do good works 
† Jesus Christ lived a sinless life on earth
